7.  Highlight the key words of your answer or the main points using a pencil and a scale.  
 

8.  Avoid scribbling. For errors, if any, strike of the word or the paragraph with a single line.  
 

9.  Draw diagrams and make columns neatly.  
 

10.  After completion of the writing work, click images in bright light, or scan your answer script and make a 

pdf and upload within the stipulated time.  
 

11.  Ensure that you arrange the images, page number wise. The picture must be straight and the visibility of 

the write ups must be taken care of.  
 

12.  Upload the pdf on the provided link or as per the instruction.  

13.       Ensure that you have map and graph papers as per the syllabus covered. 
 

14. While writing the exam your camera must be on and you must be visible during writing the test failing 

which it will be considered as act of indiscipline and appropriate action will be taken.  

15.       Be in proper summer uniform. 05 marks will be deducted if not in proper summer uniform. Please refer
